We are against all insidious and unjust laws which cause wider discrimination and criminalisation of adults who engage in informed consensual relationships with other adults.

We are creating a collection of extreme pornographic evidence which people need advice about, to see if they are at risk of imprisonment and a listing on the Sex Offender Register if the images are not destroyed before January 2009.
